GIRLS GOLF CHAMPIONSHIP ADVISORY

The Tournament Committee reminds all 
ALL COACHES, PLAYERS, SPECTATORS, AND ATHLETIC DIRECTORS
that the dress code for the CIFSDS Girls’ Golf Championship is the same as the State CIF Regional and State CIF Championship and is strictly enforced.  Compliance is mandatory and it is the coach’s and players’ responsibility to follow the guidelines; coaches and athletic directors are responsible for the compliance of their spectators.  
AT CHECK IN, COACHES WILL BE REQUIRED TO CERTIFY THAT THEIR PLAYERS ARE PROPERLY ATTIRED.  COACHES MAY CORRECT A BREACH OF THE CODE BEFORE CHECK-IN.  

A FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE DRESS CODE AFTER CHECK-IN WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE DISQUALIFICATION AND THE PLAYER WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO TEE OFF (NO SUBSTITUTION FOR THE PLAYER PERMITTED); 
IF A PLAYER TEES OFF AND IS LATER FOUND IN VIOLATION (USUALLY AFTER COLD WEATHER GEAR COMES OFF), THE PLAYER WILL BE DISQUALIFIED AND WILL LEAVE THE COURSE.  
The Dress Code is:

DRESS FOR PLAYERS, COACHES & SPECTATORS

Men: Golf shirts are required. Hemmed shorts may be worn and must be no shorter than mid-thigh (no jean shorts). Blue jeans (including any color designer jeans), T-shirts or tank tops are prohibited.

Women: Golf shirts, slacks, skirts or hemmed shorts no shorter than mid thigh (no jean shorts) are permitted Blue jeans (including any color designer jeans), T-shirts or tank tops are prohibited.

IMPORTANT!! Shirts must be tucked in and hat bills are to be worn forward.

Spectators are expected to adhere to the dress code.

FOOTWEAR

Shoes with traditionally designed spikes (regardless of composition, i.e., ceramic) or spikes, regardless of design, comprised either entirely or partially of metal (when such metal comes in contact with the surface of the putting green) are prohibited. 
Penalty for breach of this condition: DISQUALIFICATION.
