The following forms (CIFSDS season record form, program-entry form) must arrive at the CIFSDS office by 12:00 p.m. noon Saturday, February 19, Room 504.  Failure to do so will remove your team from consideration for the playoffs. 

On Saturday, February 19, pairings will be posted/announced at 3:45 p.m.  for the boys’ teams and at 6:00 p.m. for the girls’ teams in Room 504 at the SDCOE (The CIFSD office).  Molten soccer balls will be distributed to teams entered in the playoffs along with additional playoff items.
