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MINUTES FROM PRESEASON ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING – 2010-11
On October 13 the Wrestling Advisory Committee conducted its preseason meeting.  The following is a summary of the items discussed and the recommendations made:

GENERAL MEETING

1.  Introduction of CIFSDS Staff/Opening Remarks

2.  Responsibilities of league representatives were reviewed and included:

· Carry messages back to and communicate with league coaches.

· Submit All-League selections accurately and on time and only on form provided on the CIFSDS website @ cifsds.org,  then click on Forms.  REMINDER:  The San Diego Hall of Champions will charge a $5.00 replacement fee for certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.

· Participate in evaluation of season and playoffs at post-season meeting. 

· Attend CIFSDS Appreciation Dinner on May 2, 2011.

3.
“ETHICS IN SPORTS” POLICY

Any coach, team attendant, or spectator ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason, at any level, is suspended indefinitely from participation, practice, or attending (site and sound) any sports contest, until the first of the following occurs:  the ejected person serves the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes.  


Any player ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason is suspended from participation in the next contest(s) until the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner is served; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes. Players are permitted to practice with the team and attend contests, but not in game uniform, during the period of suspension.  (Approved June 3, 2008, Board of Managers). Meetings will be scheduled at a time to be announced.  There is no appeal of the Commissioner’s decision.  Telephonic and electronic meetings are not permitted.  


Additionally, any person ejected (coach, player, spectator) is required to attend a CIFSDS Ethics In Sports Sportsmanship Meeting, which will be held at a time to be announced.  Failure to attend the sportsmanship meeting will result in immediate suspension of athletic eligibility or attendance (site and sound) at contests or practices until such time as the ejected person attends a Sportsmanship Meeting. (Approved June 7, 2005, Board of Managers).
A copy of the policy (revised 3/09) must be signed by each athlete and parent/guardian before the athlete can compete and by each coach before he/she can coach a contest.  The signed copies are to be filed at each school, and each principal (by Board of Managers directive) is to forward a compliance form to the CIFSDS Office. NOTE:  Compliance form due dates are as follows:  Fall Sports = September 1, 2010; Winter Sports = November 25, 2010; Spring Sports = March 2, 2011.

Reminder of FORFEIT POLICY approved by Board of Mangers on June 7, 2005 and amended June 7, 2006:


Forfeited contests do not count toward the maximum number of contests permitted during the season for the winning team but do count as such for the forfeiting team.  Forfeiture winners (team) may schedule another contest with no penalty; forfeiture losers may not.  Forfeited contests are also counted in the appropriate win and loss column for league and season play for both winning and losing teams. The cancellation of a season by a team is not a forfeit win for scheduled opponents and may not be considered a win for playoff seeding purposes. Teams forfeiting the number of contests stated below are prohibited from participating in the CIFSDS playoffs:


1.
Team Sports (use of ineligible player causes loss of contest)



a.
10 games allowed in regular season - Football = three (3)  forfeited contests.



b.
20 points (single game - one point, tournament (max 3) - two points) - badminton, baseball, basketball, field hockey, lacrosse, roller hockey (no current CIF Championship), soccer, softball, volleyball, water polo = five (5) forfeited contests - at least two (2) non-tournament games.


2.
Individual Sports (use of ineligible player causes loss of individual points)



a.
Those sports for which teams do qualify for CIF Championships but whose schedules are set by individual points - cross country, golf, gymnastics, tennis = four (4) contests.



b.
Those sports for which only individuals advance to the CIF Championships yet a team score is computed - swimming and diving, track and field, wrestling - No rule; individual ineligible to participate.


3.
General Regulations


a.
The CIFSDS Commissioner, following a timely request by the member school to be considered eligible for playoff participation immediately following the school’s declaration of forfeitures, will investigate and review the matter consistent with the time constraints involved.  The Commissioner’s decision if final, and may not be appealed under Bylaw 1100.(c).

Sanctioning and schedule submittal deadlines for winter sports was September 1.

Discussion of All-League, All-Divisional, and All-CIFSDS Hall of Champions selections.

7.
Divisional Seeding Meetings - February 16, 2011, at 5:30 p.m., Room 401 at San Diego County Office of Education.

Masters Seeding Meeting - February 23, 2011, 5:30 p.m., Room 401 at San Diego County Office of Education.  

Proposed Host Sites for Division Meets - Division I – Eastlake or Mira Mesa; Division II – Scripps Ranch or Westview; Division III – Ramona or Brawley; and Division IV – Olympian or Valley Center.  

Host Site for Masters – TBA (possible site Canyon Crest Academy) on Friday, February 25, 10:00 a.m. to 7:30 p.m. and Saturday, February 26, 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Finals scheduled for 6:00 p.m.  All times are approximate.  
8.   Division tournaments will be conducted in four divisions.  Division I and II shall be divided into 18-team divisions.  Division II shall be a 20-team division. Division IV shall be a 21-team division.  Qualifiers for the Masters Tournament are Division I = 8; Division II = 6; Division III = 6; and Division IV = 4.  The Masters meet will have a 24-person bracket, and the top eight seeds will have a first-round byes.  The Masters is a qualifying meet and as such, the reward for placing in the Masters meet is automatic entry, and the honor of representing their school, league, and section in the State CIF Wrestling Championships.  Also, qualifiers to the tournament will be able to purchase a participation patch.

All division meets to start at TBD with weigh-ins conducted according to rule.  See number 1 above for sites.  The division championships shall be conducted on February 19.  The Masters qualifying meet is February 25 and 26.  State CIF Championship is March 4 and 5 at Rabo Bank Arena, Bakersfield.  Rooms and special rates are now available.  
10.
March 9, 2011, 4:30 p.m., Room 401 at the San Diego County Office of Education is the date, time, and place for the post-season meeting.

The non-food concession (T-shirts, visor, sweatshirts, programs, and other non-edibles) is awarded to the Kukulski Brothers who provide a full line of souvenir items and programs.  If you have special ordering needs, contact David Kukulski at 480-921-1975.  The food concession is automatically awarded to the host site.

The following items were reviewed:
· Points systems used for seeding. Wrestler must compete (not just weigh in) to receive points.  No carry-over of points.  Only four tournaments will be used.  Dual meet tournaments award competition points, but no placement points. 
· Number of tournaments allowed for seeding purpose is four.

· 21-Match Rule has been reduced to a minimum of 10 matches.
· Exceptions to 10-Match Rule criteria must be approved by CIFSDS Commissioner. Form to be revised with submission date of February 1.
· Seeding of championship tournament.

· CIFSDS Divisionals

a.
NWCA Daily Team Form must be presented to tournament director(s).
b.
Coach’s list  must be presented.

c.
Weigh-ins may not be held more than two hours prior to the start of a tournament.

· Coach’s credential.
· Adherence to rules.
· Role of Advisory Committee.

· Proper channels of communication.
· Coaches’ Points Committee – to include coaches who host tournaments.
· Tournament sanctioning will be enforced.

ETHICS 

· Reviewed the Ethics, Ejections and Forfeits procedures.  

· Reminder to tournament directors: enforce the rules, follow the rules.

· Coaches/Tournament directors are reminded to limit the number of teams they allow into their tournaments, using the recommended suggestions from the preseason flyer that went out to all schools.

Officials Report
· Rates were handed out at the preseason Coaches Meeting.  
· Follow the format and don’t request more officials than you need.

· Priority will be given to CIF Sanctioned Pre-existing tournaments first.

· ALL tournaments must be sanctioned by CIF and officials will give inputs on how many refs they can supply.

NOTE - Physician Clearance for Wrestler Body Fat Allowance 

Please note schools are required to submit to the CIFSDS Office each Physician Clearance for Wrestler Body Fat Allowance form completed by physician and signed by school’s principal.  Coach is also required to present Physician Clearance for Wrestler Body Fat Allowance form to tournament director(s) at matches where the wrestler competes and at seeding meetings.  Physician Clearance for Wrestler Body Fat Allowance form is available on the CIFSDS website www.cifsds.org – click on Sports – click on Wrestling.
