MINUTES FROM BOYS’ WATER POLO POST-SEASON EVALUATION MEETING – 2011
On December 1, the Boys’ Water Polo Advisory Committee conducted its post-season evaluation meeting.  Following is a summary of the items discussed and recommendations that were made:

GENERAL MEETING

Submit the name of the person from your league who will be the 2012 Advisory Committee representative.  This should be the person to whom our office will send preseason meeting notices, special communications, or requests, etc.

Be sure the All-League selections for the San Diego Hall of Champions have been submitted in accordance with the matrix, are accurate and on time, and are submitted on the official application form that was issued prior to the seeding meeting.  Please type or print clearly.  The Hall of Champions will accept only one Athlete-of-the-Year and that athlete’s name must also appear on the All-League First Team.

Reminder – The San Diego Hall of Champions is charging a $5.00 fee to replace certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.

Attend the End-of-the-Year banquet on Monday, May 7, 2011, at The Hall of Champions.

The preseason advisory meeting will be held on the following date: TBA.

The post-season meeting took place on December 1, 2011; this meeting was moved from November 29th due to a schedule conflict; next years meeting will be held at a later date, so more coaches may attend.

Evaluation of the 2011 Championships and recommendations for the 2012 Championships
· It was recommended that entries be e-mailed to the CIFSDS office; with a response back from the office regarding the entry was received. In the future coaches, coaches would like to refrain from hand delivering entries to the office.
· A discussion of other possible pools was brought up for the championships; however, it was brought to the coaches attention the CIFSDS office has a 3 year contract with Coogan Family Aquatic Center at La Jolla High School.

· The pool requirements for CIF must meet the required standard (8 lanes wide, all deep, adequate lighting, and preferably a 2 sided pool). It is recommended the Tournament Director and CIFSDS, Commissioner approve the game site.

· It was recommended by the committee that more time should take place in between the seeding meeting/coaches meeting, so coaches may be called in advance for traveling purposes.

Recommendations from coaches to official’s association
· Coaches would like to have referees for scrimmages.

· The water polo assigner try’s to cover every scrimmage; the assigner (Mr. Morehouse) needs to know every official has to cover one scrimmage; he should know if the official shows up or not.

· The association needs to stress proper pool coverage. It was noted several officials are both watching the ball when other areas may be left uncovered.

· It was recommended when at a Novice Tournament; it would be helpful to have a senior official work with the novice official. This item will be further discussed at the next association meeting.

· The committee felt more fouls were called during CIF championships; it was also noted during overtime; some calls were made differently.

· Coaches would like to have the “best officials” referee multiple games.

· It is recommended to coaches if they ask for improvement from the association; they also help with letting the association know when they feel the officials are not performing to the coaches’ standard. Please make the association aware of their concerns, so they may help resolve any concerns.

· Please check Arbiter early.

· The assigner (Mr. Morehouse) also recommends if there is a big game coming up; please ask for the top official in a timely manner.

SANCTIONED TOURNAMENT/INVITATIONAL EVENTS - NEW FORMAT - EFFECTIVE AUGUST 1, 2009 

CIFSDS SANCTIONING - CIFSDS will sanction tournaments/invitationals when invited schools are from California, Arizona, Nevada, Oregon, Alaska, Hawaii, Canada, and Mexico and/or from non-border states when total of invited schools are less than eight (8) or invited states are less than five (5).  New CIFSDS sanction application is on website www.cifsds.org - Tournaments. 


CIFSDS sanction is necessary for all tournaments at all levels (Varsity, JV, Frosh, Club). Tournament/Invitational Directors must provide the assignment secretary with a sanction number (issued by CIFSDS office) before officials may be assigned. Please check the CIFSDS website for approved sanction numbers @ www.cifsds.org click on Tournaments.

Reminder - sanctioning deadline for CIFSDS applications for FALL tournaments/invitational is June 1 ($25 sanction fee).  After deadline $100 late fee will be assessed for a total of $125.  

NFHS SANCTIONING - Sanction requests involving five (5) or more non-border states or eight (8) or more schools from non-border states and/or schools from foreign countries (excluding Canada and Mexico) must be sanctioned online through NFHS.  For sanctioning procedures go to www.nfhs.org.  NFHS will notify the CIFSDS office when sanctioning process is completed for CIFSDS schools and will post approved events on their website.
