3. Reminder – The San Diego Hall of Champions is charging a $5.00 fee to replace certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form. 

4. Attend the End-of-the-Year banquet on Monday, May 7, 2012, at the Hall of Champions.

· The committee would like to inquire about the goal posts at Mesa College being changed out for high school goals posts, if the stadium there continues to be used for finals.

· Some discussion in regards to tie breakers, but most agreed, the conference rules should dictate how this is handled with the exception of the playoffs where winner is declared.

· Game film for the playoffs was discussed. A discussion on the use of Huddle by many schools within the various conferences and how the change should take place. The committee agreed there should be no tight line film given out; all film exchanged should be a wide line format. The committee also recommended; all game film should be provided, and they would like to strike the last game portion n the bulletin. If you are a bye team, you must provide film of your last game, since you have the opportunity to film them due to the bye.

· The committee had a discussion over another sections school recruiting athletes from the North County to come play for them. Commissioner will follow up after the information is provided.

· A recommendation regarding next year’s disbursement of playoff pairings, etc. take place at 11:00 a.m. It is recommended if the committee is finished in advance; coaches must be required to be there by 10:30 a.m.

· It is approved the on-line results be sent in a week earlier via e-mail to the section office. The on-line/e-mail results cleans up the handwriting questions, the section committee struggles with in all sports.
