MINUTES FROM GIRLS’ GOLF POST-SEASON EVALUATION MEETING - 2011

On November 28, 2011 the Girls’ Golf Advisory Committee conducted its post-season evaluation meeting.  Following is a summary of the items discussed and recommendations made:

GENERAL MEETING

Submit the name of the person from your league who will be the 2012 Advisory Committee representative.  This should be the person to whom our office will send preseason meeting notices, special communications, or requests, etc.

Be sure the All-League selections for the San Diego Hall of Champions have been submitted in accordance with the matrix, are accurate and on time, and are submitted on the official application form that was issued prior to the seeding meeting.  Please type or print clearly.  The Hall of Champions will accept only one Athlete-of-the-Year and that athlete’s name must also appear on the All-League First Team.

Reminder – The San Diego Hall of Champions is charging a $5.00 fee to replace certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.

Attend the end-of-the-year banquet on Monday, May 7, 2012, at San Diego Hall of Champions.

Evaluation of the 2011 Championships
· The committee discussed the notification process for alternate players that may have made it into the So Cal Regional Tournament.

· The committee would like to do a better job of talking to qualifying athletes and coaches in regards to making a commitment to play in the So Cal Tournament the last day of CIF. 
· The Meet director discussed that all team coaches will be assigned a group to ensure the integrity of fair play for the entire field is met.

Recommendations for Seasonal Changes
· No recommendations submitted.

8.
Recommendation from Coaches to Section Office

· The committee made 2 different recommendations to the CIFSDS Commissioner for consideration.

· The committee believes there is a large number of players that are beginners, or at a lower performance level of scoring, the committee feels it would be best to utilize the procedure of having a maximum score for any hole set at double par plus one for two reasons: 
1) To maintain the speed of play at a faster pace to insure the match is finished within a reasonable time and not create a burden on the course venue, and 2) To give those lower level players the opportunity to participate in the sport. 

· However, the committee believes since such a scoring procedure is technically not allowed under the rules of golf, it would be necessary to also have the provision that should a player use that scoring option; they would not be able to have their score used to qualify for the CIF tournament (team or individual). 

· The committee believes this procedure will enhance the high school golf program two ways. First, by allowing beginning players to be able to participate – thereby increasing the number of athletes in the sport who can then improve over time and build a stronger sport base and, secondly, improve the quality and level of those players who will be representing the San Diego Section of CIF beyond our sectional tournament. 

· Currently, we select 16 teams to play in the CIF tournament.  We currently have 70 schools participating and 13 leagues in girls’ golf.  Of the 70 schools that participate only about 45 qualify to be selected for the team championships.  We have 13 league champions who automatically qualify, which leaves us 3 at large berths.  Under the current system of only 3 at large teams qualifying we are leaving out 3 to 4 top ten teams out of the CIF Championships.  This year 2 teams who won league championships turned down their berths to the Championships because they did not feel they deserved to play in the Championships because of the quality of their play.
· The committee would like to expand the field to 20 teams with the top 8 teams receiving a bye and the next 12 teams having a nine hole play-in.  The higher seed or league champion would host the play-in round.  

· The committee feels this would help to accomplish two key elements to the championships.  It would reward the league champions who are not high caliber teams and it would reward high caliber teams who play in a tough league.  Under the proposal all league champions would be in the CIF championships and we would be able to reward all teams who are a top ten team by their performance. 
· The advisory committee would like to see the above 2 recommendations reviewed by the CIFSDS.

SANCTIONED TOURNAMENT/INVITATIONAL EVENTS - NEW FORMAT - EFFECTIVE AUGUST 1, 2009 

CIFSDS SANCTIONING - CIFSDS will sanction tournaments/invitationals when invited schools are from California, Arizona, Nevada, Oregon, Alaska, Hawaii, Canada, and Mexico and/or from non-border states when total of invited schools are less than eight (8) or invited states are less than five (5).  New CIFSDS sanction application is on website www.cifsds.org - Tournaments. 


CIFSDS sanction is necessary for all tournaments at all levels (Varsity, JV, Frosh, Club). Tournament/Invitational Directors must provide the assignment secretary with a sanction number (issued by CIFSDS office) before officials may be assigned. Please check the CIFSDS website for approved sanction numbers @ www.cifsds.org click on Tournaments.

Reminder - sanctioning deadline for CIFSDS applications for FALL tournaments/invitational is December 1 ($25 sanction fee).  After deadline $100 late fee will be assessed for a total of $125.  

NFHS SANCTIONING - Sanction requests involving five (5) or more non-border states or eight (8) or more schools from non-border states and/or schools from foreign countries (excluding Canada and Mexico) must be sanctioned online through NFHS.  For sanctioning procedures go to www.nfhs.org.  NFHS will notify the CIFSDS office when sanctioning process is completed for CIFSDS schools and will post approved events on their website.
