MINUTES FROM GIRLS’ TENNIS POST-SEASON EVALUATION MEETING – 2011
On November 30, the Girls’ Tennis Advisory Committee conducted its post-season evaluation meeting.  Following is a summary of the items discussed and recommendations that were made:

GENERAL MEETING

1.
Submit the name of the person from your league who will be the 2012 Advisory Committee representative.  This should be the person to whom our office will send preseason meeting notices, special communications, or requests, etc.

Be sure the All-League selections for the San Diego Hall of Champions have been submitted in accordance with the matrix, are accurate and on time, and are submitted on the official application form that was issued prior to the seeding meeting.  Please type or print clearly.  The Hall of Champions will accept only one Athlete-of-the-Year and that athlete’s name must also appear on the All-League First Team.

3.
Reminder – The San Diego Hall of Champions is charging a $5.00 fee to replace certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.
4.
Attend the End-of-the-Year banquet on Monday, May 7, 2012 at The Hall of Champions.
5.
TBA for date, time, site of 2012 preseason meeting. Recommended to have meeting after 6:00 p.m. and on a date prior to other coaches meetings. 
6.
Evaluation of 2011 Championships and Recommendations for 2012 Championships
· The committee recommends we only seed 16 players.

· At check in, players must be remove warm ups, t-shirts, and sweatshirts to present her school uniform. 
· Players cannot change out of uniform during and between matches.

7.
Recommendations from coaches to officials’ association
· Due to the umpire’s responsibility for all courts, coaches will be asked to assist in line judging matches during the tournament.

Recommendations from Officials’ Association to Coaches
· No recommendations.

9.
Evaluation of and recommendations for seasonal changes for 2012:

· The starting dates for the season may need to be moved back due to the Southern California Regional Championships.

Recommendation from Coaches to Section Office
· The coaches contact list and league representative list needs to be updated for all bulletins.
· Clarification of eligibility- ½ of total points AND ½ league matches.
· Select committees to update contact information; Anne Meigs and Kevin Brown have volunteered.

Recommendations from coaches regarding 2012 Meet Director(s):

· The committee recommends keeping the same 2011 directors.

Recommendations from 2011 Meet Director(s) to Schools or Coaches
· The committee recommends all players must be in uniform at all times during the team and individual championships.

· All coaches must check in with their players and provide updated information to the tournament desk.

· All JV and/or assistant coaches must submit the appropriate CIF waiver form.

Recommendations for date, site, and times for the 2012 championships

· The So Cal Regional dates must be determined to set next season’s championship information.

At the conclusion of the business meeting, All-CIFSDS team, All-Division teams, and Players-of-the-Year were selected.

The advisory committee will vote for the Girls’ Tennis Coach of the Year.  Recipient to be announced at the fall awards banquet.

SANCTIONED TOURNAMENT/INVITATIONAL EVENTS - NEW FORMAT - EFFECTIVE AUGUST 1, 2009 

CIFSDS SANCTIONING - CIFSDS will sanction tournaments/invitationals when invited schools are from California, Arizona, Nevada, Oregon, Alaska, Hawaii, Canada, and Mexico and/or from non-border states when total of invited schools are less than eight (8) or invited states are less than five (5).  New CIFSDS sanction application is on website www.cifsds.org - Tournaments. 


CIFSDS sanction is necessary for all tournaments at all levels (Varsity, JV, Frosh, and Club). Tournament/Invitational Directors must provide the assignment secretary with a sanction number (issued by CIFSDS office) before officials may be assigned. Please check the CIFSDS website for approved sanction numbers @ www.cifsds.org click on Tournaments.


Reminder - sanctioning deadline for CIFSDS applications for FALL tournaments/invitational is December 1 ($25 sanction fee).  After deadline $100 late fee will be assessed for a total of $125.  

NFHS SANCTIONING - Sanction requests involving five (5) or more non-border states or eight (8) or more schools from non-border states and/or schools from foreign countries (excluding Canada and Mexico) must be sanctioned online through NFHS.  For sanctioning procedures go to www.nfhs.org.  NFHS will notify the CIFSDS office when sanctioning process is completed for CIFSDS schools and will post approved events on their website.
