NOTE:  Please ensure any water polo ball used in CIF competition has the NFHS authentication mark.

2011-12 RULES BOOK

Enclosed for the varsity head coach is a complimentary copy of the 2011-12 National Federation Swimming and Diving/Water Polo Rules Book.  It is the official rules book for the CIF and will govern all interscholastic Girls’ Water Polo competition in the San Diego Section unless otherwise provided in the Green Book or this bulletin.  Please note carefully the rules book changes from those by which the CIF operated during the 2010-11 season.

This guideline replaces the former CIFSDS form Athletes Are You Eligible.  Make copies as needed to disburse to current athletes and new enrollees. The starting date for official before and after-school Girls’ Water Polo practice is Saturday, November 12, 2011.

MAXIMUM CONTESTS

San Diego CIF Girls’ Water Polo teams will be permitted to compete in a season maximum of twenty points (each contest counts one; each tournament or invitational counts two) plus two interscholastic scrimmages.  Teams are limited to a maximum of three tournaments.
10. 
OFFICIALS’ ASSOCIATION REPORT REGARDING FEES AND/OR NEW RULE CHANGES
· The fees for a varsity game will increase by $2.00 to $53.00. The JV and Novice game fees will remain the same at $37.00 each.
· Tournament fees will remain the same for all levels.
· New rules were discussed in the fall meeting for all coaches, since the attendance at the meeting was poor; there was no review of the highlights that could have been discussed.
· We would like to see you working on training your desk crew and educating them on the rules of the game.
· Please check Arbiter for official assignments, game sites, and game times.
11.
REVIEW THE SEEDING PROCESS:
· The advisory committee will receive selection sheets early. Fill them out- 1-12: DIV. I, 1-12: DIV. II, 1-12: DIV. III. Please send them in is as early as possible, so the Commissioner may rank them accordingly to your ranking. 

· All coaches who think they may qualify, please send in their roster; season record; and tournament results.

· The seeding committee and CIFSDS, Commissioner’s will put the final ranking together and then announce the final ranking on February 13, 2012, 7:00 p.m. in Annex C, at SDCOE.

· At this time 1st round sites will be determined.

· Pools must be 8 lanes wide; pools must be All Deep.

· Pools must have officials on both sides of the pool, if at all possible.

· Lighting must be of the highest quality; if lighting is not good-games may be played in the daylight.

· Games maybe played in any other pool as long as it meets the above qualifications.

REVIEW OF DIVISION BREAKDOWN
· The division breakdown seemed well; however, Rancho Buena Vista petitioned to be dropped from Division I and be dropped to Division II.

· The Commissioner chose to leave Rancho Bernardo in Division I for this year.

TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR TO REVIEW PRIOR YEAR’S POST-SEASON 

· Director will try to get officials list that are available for the playoffs out to coaches sooner.

· If a coach is red-carded during a regular season tournament…how long is he/she out? The game he/she is red-carded, plus the next game.

· Coaches would like to see more warnings and yellow cards given; faster or earlier in the game; some officials wait.

· Once the season ends; get your game clock and shot clocks repaired, so they may be ready for the next season.

“ETHICS IN SPORTS” POLICY

Coaches are reminded of the “ETHICS IN SPORTS” Policy:

EJECTION POLICY:  


Any coach, team attendant, or spectator ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason, at any level, is suspended indefinitely from participation, practice, or attending (site and sound) any sports contest, until the first of the following occurs:  the ejected person serves the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes.  


Any player ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason is suspended from participation in the next contest(s) until the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner is served; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes. Players are permitted to practice with the team and attend contests, but not in game uniform, during the period of suspension.  (Approved June 3, 2008, Board of Managers). Meetings will be scheduled at a time to be announced.  There is no appeal of the Commissioner’s decision.  Telephonic and electronic meetings are not permitted.  


Additionally, any person ejected (coach, player, spectator) is required to attend a CIFSDS Ethics In Sports Sportsmanship Meeting, which will be held at a time to be announced.  Failure to attend the sportsmanship meeting will result in immediate suspension of athletic eligibility or attendance (site and sound) at contests or practices until such time as the ejected person attends a Sportsmanship Meeting. (Approved June 7, 2005, Board of Managers).
A copy of the policy (revised 3/09) must be signed by each athlete and parent/guardian before the athlete can compete and by each coach before he/she can coach a contest.  The signed copies are to be filed at each school, and each principal (by Board of Managers directive) is to forward a compliance form to the CIFSDS Office.


NOTE:  Compliance form due dates are as follows:  Fall Sports = September 1, 2011; Winter Sports = December 1, 2011; Spring Sports = March 1, 2012.

16.
REMINDER - COACHING COMPENSATION (CIF STATE BYLAW 507) 

A coach shall not be reimbursed for coaching services from any source other than the school funds without the approval of the school's governing board, nor be subject to any bonus arrangement dependent upon the success of the school's team.14.
COACHING CERTIFICATION
Reminder that all coaches (paid or unpaid) must be certified in coaching education. Coaches may become certified online for a fee of $52.00 or in a classroom setting by one of California’s instructors. SANCTIONED TOURNAMENT/INVITATIONAL EVENTS


CIFSDS SANCTIONING - CIFSDS will sanction tournaments/invitationals when invited schools are from California, Arizona, Nevada, Oregon, Alaska, Hawaii, Canada, or Mexico and/or from non-border states when invited schools are eight (8) or fewer or invited states are five (5) or fewer.  New CIFSDS sanction application is on website www.cifsds.org - Tournaments. 


CIFSDS sanction is necessary for all tournaments at all levels (Varsity, JV, Frosh, Club). Tournament/Invitational Directors must provide the assignment secretary with a sanction number (issued by CIFSDS office) before officials may be assigned. Please check the CIFSDS website for approved sanction numbers @ www.cifsds.org click on Tournaments.


Reminder - sanctioning deadline for CIFSDS applications for fall sports is June 1; winter sports is September 1; and spring sports is December 1 ($25 sanction fee).  After deadline $100 late fee will be assessed for a total of $125.  


NFHS SANCTIONING - Sanction requests involving more than five (5) non-border states or more than eight (8) schools from non-border states and/or schools from foreign countries (excluding Canada and Mexico) must be sanctioned online through NFHS.  For sanctioning procedures go to www.nfhs.org.  NFHS will notify the CIFSDS office when sanctioning process is completed for CIFSDS schools and will post approved events on their website.
