MINUTES FROM PRESEASON ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING - 2011-12

On October 18, 2011, the Soccer Advisory Committee conducted its preseason meeting.  The following is a summary of the items discussed and the recommendations made:

GENERAL MEETING
1.  Introduction of CIFSDS Staff/Opening Remarks

2.  Responsibilities of league representatives were reviewed and included:

· Carry messages back to and communicate with league coaches.

· Submit All-League selections accurately and on time and only on form provided on the CIFSDS website @ cifsds.org, then click on Forms.  REMINDER:  The San Diego Hall of Champions will charge a $5.00 replacement fee for certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.

· Participate in evaluation of season and playoffs at post-season meeting. 

· Attend CIFSDS Appreciation Dinner on May 7, 2012.
3.
“ETHICS IN SPORTS” POLICY

Any coach, team attendant, or spectator ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason, at any level, is suspended indefinitely from participation, practice, or attending (site and sound) any sports contest, until the first of the following occurs:  the ejected person serves the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes.  


Any player ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason is suspended from participation in the next contest(s) until the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner is served; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes. Players are permitted to practice with the team and attend contests, but not in game uniform, during the period of suspension.  (Approved June 3, 2008, Board of Managers). Meetings will be scheduled at a time to be announced.  There is no appeal of the Commissioner’s decision.  Telephonic and electronic meetings are not permitted.  


Additionally, any person ejected (coach, player, spectator) is required to attend a CIFSDS Ethics In Sports Sportsmanship Meeting, which will be held at a time to be announced.  Failure to attend the sportsmanship meeting will result in immediate suspension of athletic eligibility or attendance (site and sound) at contests or practices until such time as the ejected person attends a Sportsmanship Meeting. (Approved June 7, 2005, Board of Managers).
A copy of the policy (revised 3/09) must be signed by each athlete and parent/guardian before the athlete can compete and by each coach before he/she can coach a contest.  The signed copies are to be filed at each school, and each principal (by Board of Managers directive) is to forward a compliance form to the CIFSDS Office. NOTE:  Compliance form due dates are as follows:  Fall Sports = September 1, 2011; Winter Sports = November 25, 2011; Spring Sports = March 2, 2012.
4. 
Reminder of FORFEIT POLICY approved by Board of Mangers on June 7, 2005 and amended June 7, 2006:


Forfeited contests do not count toward the maximum number of contests permitted during the season for the winning team but do count as such for the forfeiting team.  Forfeiture winners (team) may schedule another contest with no penalty; forfeiture losers may not.  Forfeited contests are also counted in the appropriate win and loss column for league and season play for both winning and losing teams. The cancellation of a season by a team is not a forfeit win for scheduled opponents and may not be considered a win for playoff seeding purposes. Teams forfeiting the number of contests stated below are prohibited from participating in the CIFSDS playoffs:


1.
Team Sports (use of ineligible player causes loss of contest)



a.
10 games allowed in regular season - Football = three (3) forfeited contests.



b.
20 points (single game - one point, tournament (max 3) - two points) - badminton, baseball, basketball, field hockey, lacrosse, roller hockey (no current CIF Championship), soccer, softball, volleyball, water polo = five (5) forfeited contests - at least two (2) non-tournament games.


2.
Individual Sports (use of ineligible player causes loss of individual points)



a.
Those sports for which teams do qualify for CIF Championships but whose schedules are set by individual points - cross country, golf, gymnastics, tennis = four (4) contests.



b.
Those sports for which only individuals advance to the CIF Championships yet a team score is computed - swimming and diving, track and field, wrestling - No rule; individual ineligible to participate.


3.
General Regulations


a.
The CIFSDS Commissioner, following a timely request by the member school to be considered eligible for playoff participation immediately following the school’s declaration of forfeitures, will investigate and review the matter consistent with the time constraints involved.  The Commissioner’s decision if final, and may not be appealed under Bylaw 1100. (c). 

5.     Sanctioning and schedule deadlines for winter sports is September each year.

6.
Discussion of All-League, All-Divisional, and All-CIFSDS Hall of Champions selections.

7.
The following reports and comments were made by the officials’ association:

· Review all rules changes for 2011-12.

· Fees will be increased by $1.00. The new fees can be found on the winter sports schedule.

· Uniform changes will not take place until the 2012-2013 season. The home team will have to wear WHITE not LIGHT and away team will wear DARK. For this year, Bob Patterson, reminded coaches the home team needs to be in WHITE SOCKS!

· NFHS balls MUST be used.
8.
The seeding process will be the same as last year.  Contact the league president for identity of league representative.  Coaches are encouraged to meet with the designee during the season and give their input so the designee can have information at seeding meeting.  Coaches should assume responsibility for the quality their representative’s input at the meeting. All coaches are strongly urged to report all scores to Max Preps, which will be recommended to the seeding committee as the default site in case of questions regarding the proper placement of a team in a bracket, or a website for standings should be started now. Turn in league standings on Friday before the seeding meeting.  The seeding meeting is scheduled for February 18, 2012 at 1:00 p.m., Room 505, at the San Diego County Offices of Education. Information for announcement of pairings for 2012 soccer playoffs will be in postseason playoff bulletin.  

9.
The following reports and comments were made by the advisory committee:

· The committee addressed if coaches could be in the seeding process. It was said, if coaches would like to see a change; they should sign up for one of the committees.

· It is still feeling that there is a BIG disparity in Division 4 because of the creation of Division 5.

· Coach, Jerry Fleischhacker (LJCD) would like it to be noted; High Tech High –San Marcos will in fact be fielding a Boys’ Varsity team; with that being said, the breakdown will be skewed for playoff brackets.

· It is still recommended that a system of keeping record and scores needs to be in place. Too many scores are not being turned in and/or being turned in late.

· Ron Pietila stated a set policy needs to be in place in regards to reporting scores to the Union Tribune. For example, winning team reports or if it is a tie then the home team calls score in.

· It was recommended, representatives need to continue to encourage their teams to use MAXPREPS.

· League reps are also encouraged to keep league scores and league standings updated.

· It was asked to have AD’s involved for the schools who have trouble getting scores submitted.
· It was asked that the CBED of the current year be used instead of the year prior in the seeding. It was stated that by the time the playoffs come around many teams would in fact be in a lower division.
10. Recommended championships playoff sites, dates, times, and information:
· Montgomery, Del Norte, Mission Hills, Valhalla, Granite Hills, Cathedral Catholic and Oceanside.

· The committee discussed splitting up divisions as they had done in the past; as not to have so many games in one day; thus rushing everything, or having games end late in the evening. 

· If divisions are kept together; they need to make sure there are not 3 divisions played on ONE field.

· The committee feels if they keep the divisions together; they may have a staging area for the awards ceremony, so teams may have sufficient warm up time.

· Regionals were discussed. At what time point will we align our divisions with SOCAL regional divisions?

· League Reps were asked to make sure that ALL CIF recommendations are at this meeting, so that your athletes can be considered for the team.

· Can we have a new ball sponsor?

· Club issues were brought up and how it maybe be fixed.

Finally, athletes participating in ODP are not cleared until the State CIF Executive Director approves participation – DO NOT RELY ON THE FACT THAT THE PRINCIPAL AND ATHLETIC DIRECTOR SIGNED THE FORM, WAIT FOR THE “APPROVED” LIST FROM STATE CIF.  The new academy program and the “friendly” games are not ODP events, and athletes may not participate simultaneously in those programs and their school team.
