Activity Directors/ASB Representative, TR Robertson – The “Fans Yellow Card” was reviewed and issued; suggested the card be used as a resource.

State CIF Governance Task Force, Paul Robinson – State office is in discussion regarding the following proposals: season of sport, recognition of section sizes; and conferences
HSSOC, Bill Stout – The HSSOC has openings for a representative from the following regions; East County, North County, South County, Athletic Director; and Coordinating Council. They hope to add the reps by spring.

ACTION ITEMS CIFSDS
(ITEM 8)
8. Coastal Conference Regional Football Game Proposal  

Coastal Conference submitted a proposal for the 2012-13 Master Calendar.  The objective has a start date of August 13, 
2012 and completing the CIFSDS football championships by December 1, 2012.  The proposal allows the section time to 
select teams to participate in the proposed regional and state championships, and schools will have an option for a bye 
week.  The proposal suggests playing the first round on Wednesday November 14, 2012, quarterfinals Saturday November 
17, 2012 semifinals Thanksgiving Day weekend, and the finals to be completed by December 1, 2012.
It was moved by Wes Braddock, seconded by Steve Cato to table this item until next Coordinating Council meeting on March 14, 2012 due to lack of information.  

INFORMATION ITEMS / FIRST READINGS
(ITEMS 9-17)
9. Adjustment of Playoff Division Alignment, Bill Stout

Adjust the playoff division alignments for sports that compete in 5 divisions to the alignment that has until recently been place for cross country, basketball, & girls volleyball (Div 5 up to 300 & Div. 4 up to 1100).  The sports included in this change would be soccer, baseball, softball, & football. 

This item was presented for first read and will be resubmitted for Coordinating Council action on March 14, 2012. 

10. League Split

The North County Conference would like to split into 3 leagues for lacrosse, boys and girls, Beginning next spring season 2013. Palomar, Avocado, Valley
This item was presented for first read and will be resubmitted for Coordinating Council action on March 14, 2012. 

11. CIF Dues Proposal, Commissioner, Jerry Schniepp
The CIF dues proposal for the 2012-2013, 2013-2014 school years. This new proposal would change the formula by which CIF assesses fees from a strictly per student fee to a combination of a per student fee and a per sport fee. 
This item was being presented for first read and will be resubmitted for Coordinating Council action on March 14, 2012. 

12. State Hardship Proposal, Commissioner, Jerry Schniepp
The State Hardship proposal would give specific criteria for a waiver of ineligibility and a specific “sit out period” (approximately 4 weeks) for transfer students who do not meet the criteria.
This item was presented for first read and will be resubmitted for Coordinating Council action on March 14, 2012. 

13. New Member School Application, Bernie Hanlon
Coordinating Council was asked to consider future approval of the new school application submitted by National Academic University.
This item was presented for first read and will be resubmitted for Coordinating Council action on March 14, 2012. 

14. Fall Playoffs
Coordinating Council is asked to consider the future approval of a proposal to have all future individual sportsmanship meetings conducted by the site administration for the 2012-2013 school year.  

This item was tabled and will be resubmitted as a first-read item for the next Coordinating Council meeting on March 14, 2012 due to the submittal timeline.  
15. Fall Playoff Information, Commissioner, Jerry Schniepp
Mr. Schniepp reported on how well the 2011-2012 playoffs were attended. All schools involved in playoffs did very well overall; and the great weather was appreciated.
16. Boys lacrosse calendar change for 2012, Assistant Commissioner, John Labeta

Mr. Labeta presented information regarding the request to extend the boys’ lacrosse season to May 11, 2012; seeding on May 12, 2012 and playoffs on May 15th, May 18th, May 23rd, and May 26th. Mr. Labeta informed the council on how the change will better serve our male athletes physically.

COMMISSIONER’S COMMITTEE REPORTS

18. 600 Committee 
Jerry Schniepp, Commissioner
Mr. Schniepp gave an update on how well the 600 Committee have been using their resources to gather athletic information regarding club and their procedures. Dan Kuiper gave a brief update on how the committee was checking into what other sections/states were doing to support their coaches/athletes i.e. Arizona, and Nevada; during the off season.
19. Governance Committee 
Jerry Schniepp, Commissioner
Mr. Schniepp gave an update on how the Governance Committee was looking into improving the structure of CIFSDS and the many different ways our section can improve its lines of communication to better serve our section. Mr. Vickery gave a brief update on ways we may improve our communication with the Board of Managers and Coordinating Council. He stressed the importance of training our athletic directors, coaches, and schools on CIF protocol, etc.
20. Playoff Committee 
John Labeta, Assistant Commissioner
Mr. Labeta reported sitting in on the state CIF bowl championship committee. The CIFSDS uses the same criteria as the state in our own playoff seeding meetings. The criteria used includes the win/loss record, head to head, strength of team schedule, common opponet(s), and 3rd party information from Cal High Sports. The state does not allow coaches to comment/lobby for their own team.  Mr. Labeta commented on how well he felt our reps for each conference does in representing their teams; very detailed. Mr. Labeta reported on how we may improve the dollar amount that is given to schools to host CIF finals, reducing the paper work process (forms) by submitting electronically, etc.
21. Private/Public Committee
Jerry Schniepp, Commissioner
Mr. Schniepp reported on the great strides the Private/Public School Committee was making in recognizing the differences     between the two types of schools. Some of the items discussed were having a common ground between the two; private recruitment; public schools limitations with only having student athletes that live within their district boundaries. Zach Peck commented on how passionate coach, Tracy McNair (Morse High School) was with his input and focus on the topics the committee was discussing. 

The above committees will present their findings, proposals, and discussions at a summit to be held by CIFSDS, on January 10, 2012, 9:00 a.m., located at The Hall of Champions.
