2.  OFFICIAL PLAYOFF BASEBALL

Rawlings has graciously entered into an agreement with the San Diego Section.  Rawlings will be providing section playoff baseballs and will be the official baseball for the 2010 San Diego Section CIF Baseball Playoffs.

QUALIFYING
All schools that field varsity teams will be placed into Divisions I - IV based upon October 2008CBED enrollment figures in grades 9 through 12 (attached).  Division I thru III will qualify 12 playoff teams and Division IV will qualify 16 playoff teams.  League Champions (not Co-Champions or Tri-Champions – in these cases, leagues shall designate which team shall have automatic entry) receive automatic entry.  The Commissioner’s Office will seed the top four teams (without regard to League Champions) after input from the Baseball Pairings Committee and will determine all draws.  The Pairings Committee Meeting will take place Saturday, May 22, Conference Room 505, 8:00 a.m., San Diego County Office of Education.  Please complete, in its entirety, the Entry/Program Information Form and Team Identification Form (attached to coach’s copy of bulletin) and submit by Friday, May 21, by 6:00 p.m.-either fax to 858-292-1375 or email to dackerman@sdcoe.net.  Failure to do so will remove your team for consideration in the playoffs.  Important - Baseball Team Photo Form along with team photo must be emailed to Section Sports no later than May 21 - sds@sectionsports.net. 

Pairings will be announced on May 22 at 11:00 a.m., Room 504 (CIFSDS Office).  NOTE TO Coaches should attend to pick-up playoff information and Rawlings baseballs.

DATES, SITES, TIMES, AND HOME TEAMS

Divisions I-IV – Play-in Game, Tuesday, May 25

Home site determination shall be made by the school with the higher seed or designated home team.  The seeded teams are determined by the Commissioner’s office with input form the Baseball Seeding Committee.  The home school’s field may be the home site.  Starting time for the play-in contests shall be 3:30 p.m., unless home team has a lighted facility and wishes to conduct an evening contest.  Any deviations from designated starting time must be approved in advance by the CIF-San Diego Section Office.  

Divisions I-IV – First Round, Wednesday, May 26

Home site determination shall be made by the school with the higher seed.  The home school’s field may be the home site.  Starting time for the first round contests shall be 3:30 p.m., unless home team has a lighted facility and wishes to conduct an evening contest.  Any deviation from the designated starting time must be approved in advance by the CIFSDS Office.


SPECIAL PRESS CONFERENCE:  Thursday, May 27, 11:30 a.m., for the head coaches of remaining teams in the tournament.  SITE:  Marina Village, Catalina Room.  NOTE:  Please make arrangements with your school administration to attend!  Directions:


From Interstate 5:  Take Sea World Drive exit.  From Sea World Drive, take *West Mission Bay Drive, on your right.  When you see a large green sign that says Quivira Road, get in the farthest left of the two left turn lanes.  Turn left, go one very short black and turn left again.  Drive about .4 mile and Marina Village will be on your right.
