NEW PLAYOFF FORMAT - EFFECTIVE SPRING 2010
All teams and individual players will be RANKED based on differentials calculated under existing policy.  It becomes even more important that ALL coaches enter ALL scores for ALL matches or tournaments played as part of the team schedule.  Scores must be posted no later than Saturday, midnight, following the round played. April 30 at midnight is the absolute deadline to enter all rounds played for golfers.  
Sixteen (16) teams will be ranked and seeded in Division I and Division II (32 total teams).  This number based on divisions as published (copy attached to this bulletin).

The top eight (8) rated/seeded teams in each division will have a bye for PLAY-IN Week.  Rank/Seeds 9-16 will play a dual match Monday, May 10 through Wednesday, May 12.  Winners advance to Round 1 at Warner Springs on May 18 (times TBA).  Results of PLAY-IN matches must be reported immediately to CIFSDS Office.  Seeding meeting for both team an individual qualifiers cannot be completed without these results.  SEED 9 plays 16; 10 plays 15; 11 plays 14; and 12 plays 13.  The advisory committee, with approval of CIFSDS, will determine FINAL seeding. Individuals on eliminated teams may sill qualify for Individual Tournament if they shoot a qualifying score.

Team League Champions are guaranteed PLAY-IN Week home matches.  Submitted scores for the entire year will be used to verify that a Team League Champion actually played a full league schedule.  Coaches/Administrators, by mutual consent, will agree on time, site, and number of holes.  CIFSDS recommends 9-hole rounds to minimize school time missed.  Warner Springs has offered their course in the event of no course availability for both schools involved, as a possible neutral site.

Individual League Champions are guaranteed a spot in the CIFSDS Championships at Warner Springs, but will be seeded based on their season differential, provided they meet the minimum CIFSDS requirements.  Champion team will be determined by league or conference.

WARNER SPRINGS RANCH - (Pairings for both team and individual is TBA)

MAY 18 - Double shot-gun (AM/PM time TBA).  Individuals are NOT played by division.  Players must play in the shot-gun to which they are assigned - by Committee (times TBA). Division I (12 qualifying teams) - time TBA; Division II (12 qualifying teams) - time TBA.

MAY 19 - Tee Times TBA

· Four low team scores in each division advance to Round 2.

· Next four low team scores advance to Round 2.

· Team Field 12 (72 players)

· Low two (two-day total) advance to CIF Southern Regional (June 3 at Murrietta)
INDIVIDUALS

MAY 18 - Warner Springs

· Up to 40 players in each round, BUT NOT GUARANTEED (AM/PM TBA).  Individual league champions are included.

· Division designations WILL NOT BE USED for Individual shot-gun assignments.

· The Committee will fill the field based on SEASON DIFFEENTIALS/RANKING.

· Past information will be used to make final decisions.

MAY 18 - CUT

· Top 28 and ties, not including team players who also advance as part of the 12 teams playing Day 2.

· CIF Southern Regional qualifier (date/site TBA).

· Two low team scores (two-day total).

· 12 individual low scores (two-day total).

SUDDEN DEATH PLAY-OFFS will only apply to potential qualifiers (Team/Individual) for CIF Southern Regional Championships (not to determine rank order of finish).  All other ties decided by USGA recommendation.

 
PLEASE NOTE:  Courses used for the CIFSDS championships may have been recently aerated.  Clarification according to USGA rules:  Aeration Holes – When a course has been aerated, a Local Rule permitting relief, without penalty, from an aeration hole may be warranted.  The following Local Rule is recommended:  “Through the green, a ball that comes to rest in or on an aeration hole may be lifted without penalty, cleaned and dropped, as near as possible to the spot where it lay but not nearer the hole.  The ball when dropped must first strike a part of the course through the green.  On the putting green, a ball that comes to rest in or on an aeration hole may be placed at the nearest spot not nearer the hole that avoids the situation.  Penalty for Breach of Local Rule:  Match play – loss of hole; Stroke play – Two strokes.”  Golfers will be advised on the day of the tournament if an accommodation will be made.  

Qualification to Participate:  To qualify for team and individual championships, all players must have competed in a minimum of 12 rounds of varsity competition and all rounds of conference tournament – 21 point maximum.   All varsity rounds played, must be entered and played on a SCGA rated site.  If a course is not rated and is the home course for a competing school, the league must establish a rating for the course using acceptable SCGA standards before the season begins and submit the proposed rating to the Advisory Committee for approval.

PRACTICE ROUNDS

Practice rounds must be arranged with the golf course by the school.  Players must identify themselves to the course.  No school team or individual practice permitted on Sunday.  THERE SHALL BE NO USE OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP GOLF COURSE, INCLUDING DRIVING RANGE OR PRACTICE AREAS, ON THE SUNDAY BEFORE THE TOURNAMENT BY ANY PLAYER PARTICIPATING IN THE TOURNAMENT.

GOLF CART INFORMATION

· In CIFSDS golf tournaments, coaches are not to assume that golf carts will be provided and will not individually request accommodation from the course.  If a coach is unable to walk the course, the coach must notify the tournament director no later than the seeding meeting of the need for accommodation in supervision assignment. 
· Coaches are reminded that it is their responsibility to supervise athletes and that they are not spectators.

 For the health, safety, and welfare of participants and tournament staff, coaches must inform parents/guardians and fans of their golfers who qualify for the tournament, that carts are not available for their use.  Use of carts by spectators is not allowed.  Those needing accommodation must have proof of a disabling condition and may be shuttled to viewing areas, if possible.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF COACH (will be required)

a.
Accompany athlete(s) to tournament site check-in and remain at site for the duration of the athlete(s)’ participation.

Supervision at place on course designated by advisory committee.

c.
Enforce penalties.

Expect no special considerations from courses.

7. 
SUPERVISION REQUIREMENTS

If the varsity head coach is unable to supervise the school team or individuals, an employee designated by the school principal and certified to coach must present the Boys’ Golf Certification of Authorized Personnel form, signed and dated (with the day of each event) to the tournament director.  (Form is posted on the website www.cifsds.org, click on Sports; then click on Golf-Boys.) Improperly supervised teams or individuals will not be permitted to compete. Coaches are reminded to arrive early in order to avoid transportation issues that may occur on the day of the tournament – plan accordingly.

CIFSDS TRAVEL EXPENSE FORM

9. 
DRESS CODE

The dress code at our 2009 San Diego Section Boys’ Golf Championship Tournaments will be that of the State CIF and will be strictly enforced:


Players must be attired in a collared shirt or a mock tee, slacks or Bermuda-length tailored shorts (no more than three inces above the knee), and spikeless golf shoes.  NO T-SHIRTS, TANK TOPS, JEANS OF ANY COLOR, OR SHORT-SHORTS OF ANY TYPE WILL BE PERMITTED.  CARGO SHORTS AND CARGO PANTS ARE NOT PERMITTED.  SHIRTS MUST BE TUCKED IN AND HAT BILLS ARE TO BE WORN FORWARD.  

Coaches must be attired in collared shirts and slacks or Bermuda-length tailored shorts no more than 3” above the knee.  NO T-SHIRTS, TANK TOPS, JEANS OF ANY COLOR, OR SHORT-SHORTS OF ANY KIND PERMITTED.

Gallery Attire:  Same as players.  All participants, spectators, and coaches are expected to fully comply with the host golf course dress requirements.  It is the responsibility of the school to know the requirements and assure compliance by the coach, golfers, and their parents.

SCORING

Players in foursomes exchange cards prior to match.

CELL PHONES AND UNAUTHORIZED AIDES

Cell phones are not permitted and must be turned off during competition.  Use of any devices that are not permitted by USGA Rules of Golf is prohibited.  Penalty for breach of these prohibitions is automatic disqualification from the tournament.
