QUALIFYING

The San Diego CIF Boys’ and Girls’ Lacrosse Playoffs will consist of (2) eight team divisions for both boys and girls, with each league champion being guaranteed a playoff berth.  The Commissioner’s Office will seed the top four teams (without regard to League Champions) after input from the Lacrosse Pairings Committee and will determine all draws.  The Pairings Committee Meeting will take place Thursday, May 12, Conference Room 505, San Diego County Office of Education; Girls at 4:30 p.m. and Boys at 5:30 p.m.  Please complete, in its entirety, the Entry/Program Information Form (attached to coach’s copy of bulletin) and submit by Thursday, May 12, at 3:00 p.m. - CIFSDS Office, room #504.   Failure to do so will remove your team for consideration in the playoffs.  Pairings will be announced on May 12 at 7:00 p.m., Room  306 at the San Diego County Office of Education.  NOTE: All coaches are required to attend, and be prepared to review game times for Saturday, May 14; review playoff information; and pick up deBeer lacrosse balls.

DATES, SITES, TIMES, AND HOME TEAM DETERMINATION

Quarterfinals - Girls - Saturday, May 14.  Site shall be the choice of the higher seeded team, who shall be the home team, and may play at its own home site.  Home school has option of providing a third official at school’s expense. Game Times 10:00 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. - 4:00 p.m.

Quarterfinals - Boys - Saturday, May 14.  Site shall be the choice of the higher seeded team, who shall be the home team, and may play at its own home site.  Home school has option of providing a third official at school’s expense. Game Times 10:00 am, 1:00 pm, 4:00 pm, 7:00 pm.

Semifinals - Girls/Boys - Wednesday, May 18.  Site shall be the choice of the higher seeded team, who shall be the home team, and may play at its own home site.  Home school has option of providing a third official at school’s expense. Game Times TBA (Possible Double Headers).

In first-round, quarterfinal, and semifinal contests, it is the responsibility of the home school to ensure that team benches are provided for both teams; there is adequate spectator seating; the grass field is mowed to an appropriate length; the field is free of holes or unsafe conditions; is lined to the correct size (including spectator restraining lines); and meets all other specifications of the 2011 NFHS Rules Books (boys and girls).
