2.  OFFICIAL PLAYOFF SOFTBALL

Rawlings graciously entered into an agreement with the San Diego Section.  Rawlings (Yellow with Red Seams) will be providing all the section playoff softballs and will be the official softball for the 2011 San Diego Section CIF Softball Playoffs.  
3.  QUALIFYING
All schools that field varsity teams will be placed into Divisions I - V based upon October 2009 CBED enrollment figures in grades 9 through 12 (attached).  Division I thru V will qualify 12 playoff teams.  League Champions (not Co-Champions or Tri-Champions – in these cases, leagues shall designate which team shall have automatic entry) receive automatic entry.  The Commissioner’s Office will seed the top four teams (without regard to League Champions) after input from the Softball Pairings Committee and will determine all draws. Double-elimination format – Please review item #4.
The Pairings Committee Meeting will take place Tuesday, May 17, Conference Room 505, 4:00 p.m., San Diego County Office of Education.  Please complete, in its entirety, the Entry/Program Information Form (attached to coach’s copy of bulletin) and submit by Tuesday, May 17, at 3:00 p.m to CIFSDS office.  Failure to do so will remove your team for consideration in the playoffs.  IMPORTANT INFO FOR PROGRAM: Entry Roster and team photo must be emailed to Section Sports no later than May 19 - sds@sectionsports.net. 
Pairings will be announced on May 17 at 7:00 p.m., Room  306, at the San Diego County Office of Education.  Coaches are required to attend and be prepared to review game times for Wednesday; pick up Rawlings softballs; and review other playoff information (double elimination format).
