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MINUTES FROM PRESEASON GIRLS’ TENNIS ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING 
On August 26 the Girls’ Tennis Advisory Committee conducted its preseason meeting.  The following is a summary of the items discussed and the recommendations made:

GENERAL MEETING

1.  Introduction of CIFSDS Staff/Opening Remarks

· Short presentation by Susan Cooper regarding photograph and fund-raising info.
2.  Responsibilities of league representatives were reviewed and included:

· Carry messages back to and communicate with league coaches.

· Submit All-League selections accurately and on time and only on form provided on the CIFSDS website @ cifsds.org,  then click on Forms.  REMINDER:  The San Diego Hall of Champions will charge a $5.00 replacement fee for certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.

· Participate in evaluation of season and playoffs at post-season meeting. 

· Attend CIFSDS Appreciation Dinner on May 3, 2010.
3.
“ETHICS IN SPORTS” POLICY

Any coach, team attendant, or spectator ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason, at any level, is suspended indefinitely from participation, practice, or attending (site and sound) any sports contest, until the first of the following occurs:  the ejected person serves the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes.  


Any player ejected by a contest official from any contest for any reason is suspended from participation in the next contest(s) until the tentative penalty recommended by the commissioner is served; or a meeting is held among the school administration, coach, player, and custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) with CIFSDS staff member(s) to discuss and impose an appropriate penalty which is served before participation resumes. Players are permitted to practice with the team and attend contests, but not in game uniform, during the period of suspension.  (Approved June 3, 2008, Board of Managers). Meetings will be scheduled at a time to be announced.  There is no appeal of the Commissioner’s decision.  Telephonic and electronic meetings are not permitted.  


Additionally, any person ejected (coach, player, spectator) is required to attend a CIFSDS Ethics In Sports Sportsmanship Meeting, which will be held at a time to be announced.  Failure to attend the sportsmanship meeting will result in immediate suspension of athletic eligibility or attendance (site and sound) at contests or practices until such time as the ejected person attends a Sportsmanship Meeting. (Approved June 7, 2005, Board of Managers).
A copy of the policy (revised 3/09) must be signed by each athlete and parent/guardian before the athlete can compete and by each coach before he/she can coach a contest.  The signed copies are to be filed at each school, and each principal (by Board of Managers directive) is to forward a compliance form to the CIFSDS Office. NOTE:  Compliance form due dates are as follows:  Fall Sports = September 15, 2009; Winter Sports = December 15, 2009; Spring Sports = March 15, 2010.
4.
Reminder of FORFEIT POLICY approved by Board of Mangers on June 7, 2005 and amended June 7, 2006:


Forfeited contests do not count toward the maximum number of contests permitted during the season for the winning team but do count as such for the forfeiting team.  Forfeiture winners (team) may schedule another contest with no penalty; forfeiture losers may not.  Forfeited contests are also counted in the appropriate win and loss column for league and season play for both winning and losing teams. The cancellation of a season by a team is not a forfeit win for scheduled opponents and may not be considered a win for playoff seeding purposes. Teams forfeiting the number of contests stated below are prohibited from participating in the CIFSDS playoffs:


1.
Team Sports (use of ineligible player causes loss of contest)



a.
10 games allowed in regular season - Football = three (3)  forfeited contests.



b.
20 points (single game - one point, tournament (max 3) - two points) - badminton, baseball, basketball, field hockey, lacrosse, roller hockey (no current CIF Championship), soccer, softball, volleyball, water polo = five (5) forfeited contests - at least two (2) non-tournament games.


2.
Individual Sports (use of ineligible player causes loss of individual points)



a.
Those sports for which teams do qualify for CIF Championships but whose schedules are set by individual points - cross country, golf, gymnastics, tennis = four (4) contests.



b.
Those sports for which only individuals advance to the CIF Championships yet a team score is computed - swimming and diving, track and field, wrestling - No rule; individual ineligible to participate.


3.
General Regulations


a.
The CIFSDS Commissioner, following a timely request by the member school to be considered eligible for playoff participation immediately following the school’s declaration of forfeitures, will investigate and review the matter consistent with the time constraints involved.  The Commissioner’s decision if final, and may not be appealed under Bylaw 1100.(c).

Sanctioning and schedule submittal deadlines for fall sports was June 1.

Discussion of All-League, All-Divisional, and All-CIFSDS Hall of Champions selections.

Discussion State CIF Championship format.

The North County Conference has decided to pilot a new substitution rule in order to be in alignment with the Southern Section.  This will make the match format consistent between the sections in the event that a regional championship is put into effect for girls’ tennis, which is a possibility in the near future.  The advisory committee agreed to put the new substitution rule into effect for all high schools competing in CIF for the entire season - regular, league, and post-season.  


Proposal:  The Tennis Advisory Committee discussed the following proposal to align with the CIF Southern Section in order to prepare for the Regional Playoff and Championship:  

Coaches will be allowed to substitute players at the end of a set without any penalty in the overall match score.  The following conditions will apply:

· Players that are substituted for cannot re-enter the same match in singles or doubles.

· Point or game penalties assessed to a player will carry over to the substituted player.

· If a player is ejected or defaulted from a match, no substitution will be allow for this player and must abide by the CIF-San Diego Section rules for ejection.

NOTE:  There are no limitations based on the relative ability of the substitution.  For example, the #5 ranked player on a team is substituted for the #1 player because the #1 player had to make up a test after school and arrived to the match late.  Substitutions may only occur at the end of a set, not during.  In the event a team only has 8 or fewer players, substitutions can only be made into the current round of play.  For example, a team only has 7 players and must default #3 doubles if players do not arrive within 15 minutes of the start of the round.  A team may be placed in the #3 doubles position for the third round if they arrive within 15 minutes of the start of the last round of play.

3.
Reviewed division breakdown for 2009 - no changes.  A question was asked when the CBED is update and when changes are put into effect.  Bill McLaughlin responded that the CBEDs are updated in October and schools will be notified at the team playoff seeding meeting if there are changes to the division breakdown.

Supervision Form

According to State CIF Bylaws, Article 506 A. and B. – Who May Coach


a.
All public school teams must be coached by a person who meets the requirements of the California Education Code and the California Administrative Code Title V.


b.
In the case of a non-public school, a person engaged by that school on a yearly contract basis as a regular member of the school teaching staff and certified by the administrator of that school as competent for the position held.


A copy of the supervision form is attached to the coach’s copy of this bulletin and available on the CIFSDS website @ www.cifsds.org (under forms or women’s tennis).  NOTE:  Do not send a copy to the CIFSDS office – it is to be taken to the match.
