Be sure the All-League selections for the San Diego Hall of champions have been submitted in accordance with the matrix, are accurate and on time, and are submitted on the official application form that was issued.  Please type or print clearly.  The San Diego Hall of Champions will accept only one Athlete-of-the-Year and the athlete’s name must also appear on the All-League First Team.

Reminder – The San Diego Hall of champions is charging a $5.00 fee to replace certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.

Attend the End-of-the-Year banquet on Monday, May 3, 2010, at Marina Village.

October 20, 2010, 4:30 p.m., Room 401, at the San Diego County Office of Education is the date, time, and place for the preseason meeting.

The following comments were made in evaluation of the 2010 championships:

· Jenny Craig Pavilion facility was great – staff was outstanding.  Will continue to hold championship games at Jenny Craig Pavilion.
· Reviewed divisional breakdown.  Possible additions of teams to Division I and Division II to increase State qualifiers from two to four.  Will send out two proposed division breakdowns for review. Current make-up and possible revision.

Coaches offered the following comments and recommendations to the officials’ association:

· Use of three-person crews during league play.  The officials’ association reported that those crews are available.  Coaches felt that the association should make an effort to work officials who will work the tournament begin working together during the season games.
· Concerns by coaches that there is a noticeable difference in the calling of the game between the quarterfinals and semifinals; when the third official is added.  The association will continue to work on this request.

Comments and recommendations from officials’ associations:

· Please use arbiter to evaluate officials. Associations welcome constructive criticism for officials to improve the quality of officiating.  Coaches are not submitting feedback for associations to review.  Please use this tool for improving the game.
· Officials’ associations propose having a general meeting with all coaches; possibility of meetings by conferences was discussed.

All coaches are reminded to submit record book updates.

Coaches are once again reminded that all-League selections are to be made in accordance with Hall of Champion criteria and printed in the current Green Book, INCLUDING ONE PLAYER-OF-THE-YEAR.  If two names are submitted, neither name will be forwarded. Please do not include honorable mentions.

Prior to the business meeting, coaches selected First and Second CIFSDS All-Division teams and Players-of-the-Year.  Coaches are reminded that they should attend this meeting, even if they are not nominating individuals in order to have a representative opinion.

Ollie Goulston to submitted proposal that there be a selection committee made up of representatives of each division to select divisional teams - to be reviewed.

12.  REMINDER:  Sanctioned event applications for winter sports are due to the CIFSDS Office by September 1, with the $15.00 processing fee.  Sanction requests received after September 1, will be assessed an additional $100.00 late fee.  If you are planning to invite schools from outside of California, please contact the CIFSDS Office for processing information.
