Please type or print clearly.  The San Diego Hall of Champions will accept only one Athlete-of-the-Year and the athlete’s name must also appear on the All-League First Team.

Evaluation of the 2010 championships and recommendations for the 2011 championships:
· It was felt that the early first-round game at Coggan Family Aquatics Center (CFAC) did not have enough room or time to warn-up. The La Jolla coach responded that lane lines were in for about a half hour prior to game, so swimming was not a problem; when lane lines were removed there was time for passing and shooting.  Dick Draz will address this issued with Randy Franke at CFAC.

Evaluation of and recommendations for seasonal changes for 2011:
· A proposal for three divisions was passed out and discussed.  Questions - (1) Is proposal for girls as well as boys? (2) What is possibility of being passed? (3) Comments were generally very favorable.

Recommendations from coaches to Section office:
· The Poway coach thinks pairings process is problem; would like it the old way.  Problem was the North County representative was over an hour late.  The coach felt that if Poway won the second meeting with Carlsbad; they should have been seeded ahead of Carlsbad.  This is a league issue; it is up to league to decide if situation is a tie or how to decide which team is seeded higher.
· There is a problem with league champions that are getting in at the bottom of the bracket are the cause of some problems.  Could those teams be involved in a play-in game?

· Coaches were reminded that all team sports are seeded by paring committee representatives.  Also that the advisory committee members submit rankings schools, and it is amazing how their recommendations are to the final seed.

· Coaches asked if there was a way league records can be made more available to coaches.

Recommendations from the 2010 tournament director to schools or coaches:
· Team entry into the CFAC for championship games:  Coaches are getting a little liberal with who they bring to the championship tournament and where they sit.
· Coaches were reminded that they receive 22 tickets plus 2 coach tickets plus 10 comp tickets.  They were reminded that this is a varsity tournaments.  Athletes will sit on their team bleachers. The comp tickets are to be used for principal, vice principal, athletic director, faculty, extra coach, and stat person. Extra JV players will sit in regular seating (not with team).

Recommendations from coaches to officials association:
· Coaches want input into who officials the tournament games.

· Certain referees are not available for tournament games.

· Is there some reason why a first-year official should not be able to officiate a championship game?

· It was noted that first-year football officials cannot officiate a championship game until four years of successful service.

· The president of the officials’ association said that these concerns will be thoroughly discussed during the off-season.

· The president of SDWPOA asked the coaches for their cooperation in evaluating officials next season. An evaluation format will be set-up in an easy-to-use format and will be entirely anonymous.  If the quality of officiating is to be upgrade; it is necessary fall all coaches to participate in the project.
