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MINUTES FROM POST-SEASON SOCCER ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING – 2010
On March 16, 2010, the Soccer Advisory Committee conducted its post-season evaluation meeting.  The following is a summary of the items discussed and the recommendations made:

All-League selections for the San Diego Hall of champions must be submitted in accordance with the CIFSDS matrix, be accurate and on time, and be submitted on the official application form that was issued.  Please type or print clearly.  The San Diego Hall of Champions will accept only one Athlete-of-the-Year and the athlete’s name must also appear on the All-League First Team.

Reminder – The San Diego Hall of champions is charging a $5.00 fee to replace certificates printed incorrectly from information submitted on the selection form.

5.    Evaluation of the 2010 Championship and recommendation for the 2011 Championship:
· The committee/participants expressed appreciation for the efforts of the hosting schools and thanked them for providing a great venue for the championship games.  A special thank you to the trainer at Cathedral Catholic who stepped in and went beyond the call of duty.
· Expand the seeding committee or permit each division to have a representative.  Considerable discussion about the ability of a single representative to seed all divisions.  Advisory committee members reminded themselves to remind coaches they represent that it was the coaches’ responsibility to meet with and discuss seeding with the conference representative to the seeding committee so that their interests are considered.  Also, the committee was r3minded that they rank the teams based on whatever method they use and that ranking may become a default for the seeding committee when there is uncertainty,  Also discussed the need for coaches to report accurately to Max Preps and that Max Preps need to be more accurate in reporting schools and leagues.  Power rankings were discussed as well as the need for coaches to be willing to support a system and not adjust it until it becomes unworkable.
· Discussed the possibility and probability of using USD in conjunction with the basketball tournament as a tournament site.  However, that opportunity depends on the support of coaches in playing games as scheduled and charging at all rounds to assist in the financial obligation.
· Games will be scheduled for 5:00 p.m. next year and schools without lights will need to prepare for hosting a game at that time.  The playoff is a community event and community members should be able to rely on the posted and published game times in order to make arrangements and attend.  Without creating a community base for support, the financial ability to enhance the championships is limited.

Evaluation of and recommendations for seasonal changes for 2010:
· Ties:  when teams need to advance or a winner needs to be declared and a tie must be broken then it is considered a win or a loss on the teams’ record.  Tie breaking during the regular season is not appropriate.

Mr. Petterson also clarified that there is unlimited substitution on an injury.
