REPORT ON FEDERATED COUNCIL MEETING
Action
Commissioner

The Commissioner reported on action taken at the April 29-30 State CIF Federated Council meeting.

Action included the addition of a Football Regional game in 2012 which will require all Sections to adjust their calendars so

that the season is over by the first weekend in December; addition of a SoCal Tennis Regional in boys and girls tennis; the implementation of a mercy rule in football which takes effect on July 1 for football seasons beginning school year 2011-12.

Federated Council action also approved an increase in the number of individual qualifiers at the State Golf Championships; approved language for the use of an investigator for eligibility issues; and increased the dollar value for awards for competition.

The proposed Season of Sport bylaws A, C, D did not pass.  A uniform date for the end of season competition did pass. Since a majority of Sections voted to approve A, D, but the proposals were defeated by a weighted vote, the Central Section is requesting reconsideration and a simple majority vote.

Jerry Schniepp presented a proposal to adopt a per sport fee for membership dues similar to Southern Section rather than per pupil assessment.  Mr. Schniepp’s proposal is based on his belief that under the current per pupil assessment that larger schools are paying higher fees for the same services received by smaller schools that pay less.  Mr. Schniepp stated that he believed this proposal was the right direction for the organization as it was fairer and streamlined the dues collection process for the CIFSDS.
A brief discussion about the financial  impact on smaller schools and their ability to fund a full athletic program; the misperception about the level of service provided to small and large schools; and the  disproportionate benefit to large schools compared to the burden on small schools; and the loss of athletic programs at small schools.
