13.01 Report status of sub committee on health benefits.

Ed Nelson

Ed Nelson reported on the committee’s findings regarding the health benefits for the CIF San Diego Section.  The CIF-San Diego Section (Section) will continue to make a contribution toward the cost of medical insurance premiums for life for those individuals both active and retired who were hired by the CIF0San Diego Section Board of Managers prior to June 7, 2011.  The contribution will be equal to that of the single party plan that the CIF Section Office offers its active employees (not to exceed $6500annually or subject to Board of Managers approval).  For retirees to benefit from this contribution they must stay enrolled in plans offered by the Section benefit provider  (If the Section chooses to change providers all active and retiree’s must make plan selection within provider list).  
For retirees hired prior June 7, 2011 to benefit from health benefit contributions they must retire from either STRS or PERS at the time of separation from the CIF-San Diego Section. 
All eligible employees who retire between the ages of 55 and 65 and who were hired after June 7, 2011 will be provided health benefit contributions equal to the single party rate identified by the plan provider until age 65 (not to exceed $6500 annually or a rate subject to Board of Managers approval)., provided that upon separation from the CIF-San Diego Section the employee retires from either PERS or STRS. No cash outs are allowed if employee or retiree chooses to decline coverage.

All future employees become fifty percent (50%) vested for retiree health benefit contributions after they have completed (10) years of employment service (with the CIF-San Diego Section) and attained a minimum age of 55.  The percentage will increase by five percent (5%) each year until 20 years in which case they are fully vested for the full single party rate offered by the Section.

Ed stated the committee never looked into any current retiree or employee of the CIF San Diego Section losing any health benefit that is currently in place.  The committee only reviewed plans from the Volunteer Employee Benefit Association (VEBA).  It was reported that the CIF San Diego Section would save about $40 per employee each year by enrolling with VEBA.

Jerry Schniepp presented a proposal to adopt a per sport fee for membership dues similar to Southern Section rather than per pupil assessment.  Mr. Schniepp’s proposal is based on his belief that under the current per pupil assessment that larger schools are paying higher fees for the same services received by smaller schools that pay less.  Mr. Schniepp stated that he believed this proposal was the right direction for the organization as it was fairer and streamlined the dues collection process for the CIFSDS.

A brief discussion about the financial  impact on smaller schools and their ability to fund a full athletic program; the misperception about the level of service provided to small and large schools; and the  disproportionate benefit to large schools compared to the burden on small schools; and the loss of athletic programs at small schools.
