MINUTES FROM SWIMMING AND DIVING POST-SEASON EVALUATION MEETING - 2009

· Pre-bid determination of section contribution; send out in November.

· Separate facility manager/administrator from team staff.

· Deck and access to off-deck seating, team area, restrooms (coaches on same side as swimmers).

Event Wants:

· Multiple scoreboards.

· Parking.

· Cover.

· Students as timers, runners, parade, etc.

· Defined area behind blocks.

· Minimum of one professional security staff.

· Easy deck flow.

· Defined warm-ups.
